There are four tests; each test represents one of the four categories of our site: politics, society, entertainment or sports.  Each test will have five multiple choice/true and false questions and two short answer/essay questions. The answers to the multiple choice/true and false question will be found in the content of the specific section, and the short answer/essay questions will be a topic of “special interest” or “favorite topic” of the students own choosing. The students will choose two such topics for each test and will write a 1 or 2 page essay explaining why they chose the topic. Each multiple choice/true and false question will be worth 3 points and each short answer/essay question will be worth 5 points; for a total of 25 points for each test. 

The questions for each test are as follows:
